The summit is open to students nationally and
internationally who will be high school juniors and
seniors in the 2012-2013 academic year.

Where is it?

The Center for the Environment is located on the
Catawba College campus in Salisbury, NC - just north of
metropolitan Charlotte. Participants will be housed in
Abernethy Village,a complex of five residence halls which
are LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental
Design) certified.
