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The trick is to start with the Alarmed population, recruit the Concerned to become more alarmed, move on to the Cautious and then together everyone works on the Disengaged.  Ignore the Dismissive and let the Doubtful into the conversation if they will play by the rules, respect science, and listen.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In lay terms, you get the choir singing (Alarmed), then teach your song to the congregation (Concerned), even those who think they cannot sing (Cautious).  Once everyone is singing in harmony you open the doors of the church and begin to engage the folks who are nearby physically or spiritually (Disengaged).  Finally you can approach the Doubtful when you have an overwhelming mass of singers and see if they want to join, but always ignore the Dismissive.  They will never sing your song.  They hate your song and they hate to see you and the congregation singing together.  They cannot be won over.  Don’t even try.
