We invite you to help engage 100,000 students and others worldwide in critical dialog about climate solutions. We are seeking international partners for Solve Climate By 2030, an international virtual teach-in on Green Recovery, Climate Solutions and a Just Transition. We are looking for universities around the world to organize a webinar on April 7, 2021 and promote it in their nation or region.

Solve Climate By 2030 will culminate on April 7, 2021 with at least 50 university-hosted webinars in nations around the world, and another 52 state-level webinars in the US on region-specific climate solutions. The hour-long webinar would involve 3 or 4 diverse speakers talking about what Green Recovery, Climate Solutions and a Just Transition look like in the host nation or sub-national region.
